A student who believes that he/she has been adversely affected by the act of a professor/faculty, administrator or other staff of the District, must make a reasonable, good faith attempt to resolve the matter within ten (10) days of the alleged act.  The student shall complete this form and attempt to discuss the matter with the person involved, or with the person’s immediate supervisor, usually a Division Dean or Director, prior to requesting a hearing on the matter.  Note: Unless the student files a Grievance Mediation form - Form 5535 in a timely manner, the student shall be precluded from pursuing a formal resolution of the grievance as provided in AP 5530.
